CURRENT GROWTH TRENDS
in the automobile industry are
not transitory and are likely to
sustain, according to Sai Girid-
har, president of the Federation
of Automobile Dealers Associa-
tions. With five of six auto seg-
ments posting record sales in
April, Giridhar said on Tuesday
thatthe momentum seeninthe
second half of FY26 has carried
intothenewyearand isexpected
to hold in the near term. Retail
automobile sales rose 12.94%
year-on-year to a record 2.61
million units in April.
Thesector’s growth remains
broad-based, with rural
demand continuing to outpace
urban markets across seg-
ments. Giridhar noted that
since GSTrate cuts were imple-
mentedin September 2025,the
industry has recorded consis-
tent month-on-month growth.
While passenger vehicle (PV)
inventory levels have edged up
to 28-30days —slightlyhigher
than March — they remain
within a comfortable range.
“28-30daysisstill healthy...we
have seen levels as high as 75
days earlier,” Giridhar said.

NCLAT sets
aside ¥302-cr
CCl penalty

APPELLATETRIBUNALNCLAT
on Tuesday set aside a ¥301.6-
crore penalty imposed on the
Grasim Industries by CCI,
directingthe fairtrade regulator
to hear the Aditya Birla Group
firmagainoveritsalleged dom-
inanceintheviscosestaple fibre
(VSF) market.

The tribunal observed that
the CCIdid not provideachance
to Grasim Industries to present
theirarguments,afterit differed
from the findings of DG, its
probe unit.

The CCI had imposed a
penalty on Grasim Industries in
March 2020 for allegedly abus-
ing its dominant position with
respect to supply of VSF to spin-
nersinIndia.The orderwaschal-
lenged by Grasim before the
NCLAT,whichisalsoanappellate
authority over CCI,which asked
theregulatorto hearafresh.

A two-member NCLAT
bench said the CClitself has“dif-
fered from findings of the DG,
regarding their directions for
disclosure of discounting/pric-
ing policy and sale to “buyers”
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However, FADA has flagged
